Rules and Regulations 

 
1.​ Any Concordia group (business or organization) or individual is eligible to sponsor 

Concordia Fall Festival Queen candidates. There will be a $50.00 entrance fee which will 
be paid by the sponsor. Any individual not contacted and wishing to sponsor a queen 
candidate, please contact any member of the committee. 
 

2.​ All contestants for the Concordia Fall Festival Queen Contest must be a single woman, 
not previously married, had or have no children and not co-habitating. Each must not be 
less than 16 years of age, and not more than 21 years of age on July 15, 2025.  
 

3.​ Contestants MUST live in the Concordia postal or Concordia School District. St. Paul 
students who wish to compete must live within the Concordia Postal District.  
 

4.​ Contestants MUST have a talent (example: singing, dancing, baton twirling, speech, 
dramatic reading, etc.) of no more than 3 minutes long. Talent must be started and 
completed during the talent portion of the contest. 
 

5.​ CELL PHONES WILL NOT BE ALLOWED before or during the Queen Tea, Queen 
Contest Practice or Queen Contest. This will be strongly enforced. Please see the CELL 
PHONE POLICY for full details. 
 

6.​ Applications for the Concordia Fall Festival Queen candidates must be turned into April 
Ohrenberg by June 18th, 8:30 PM 
 

7.​ The Concordia Fall Festival Queen and two (2) special attendants will be selected 
according to the following standards: 

a.​ Evening Gown – 10% 
b.​ Personal Question – 30% 
c.​ Personal Interview – 30% 
d.​ Talent – 30% 

 
8.​ Prizes and Awards: 

a.​ The candidate selected as the Concordia Fall Festival Queen will reign over the 
Concordia Fall Festival.  

b.​ The Queen will have the choice of competing at the 2025 Missouri State Fair 
Queen Contest. 

i.​ Should the Queen choose to compete at the Missouri State Fair she 
would receive a $2,000 educational scholarship. 

ii.​ Should the Queen choose NOT to compete at the Missouri State Fair she 
would receive a $1,000 educational scholarship. 

c.​ The first runner up will receive a $600 educational scholarship. The               
second runner up will receive a $400 educational scholarship. Miss Congeniality 
will receive $100 cash. 
 

9.​ All previous queens are not eligible to participate. 
 

10.​The Concordia Fall Festival Queen and her attendants will be selected by a panel of 3 or 
more competent and unbiased judges. 
 

11.​Duties of the Queen and her Attendants: 
a.​ The Queen and her Attendants are to attend or make an appearance at ALL 

FAIR FUNCTIONS. It will be necessary to cancel any personal plans.
